It is for the fifth time now that the International Summer Conference on Research in
Forensic Psychiatry takes place in Regensburg.

As can be glanced from the schedule overleaf, the programme is a highly interesting
cross-section of current trends in forensic psychiatry and its neighbouring disciplines.
